COURSE DESCRIPTION:

I. English IV is a literature course designed to improve your reading, writing, listening and vocabulary skills. You will be reading literature mainly from a world- view but stressing British literature. The genres of poetry, novels, nonfiction and plays will be included in the course. We will be writing daily using a journal approach, but each unit we cover will also have a major five paragraph essay as a required part of that unit. Several research projects will also be included in the units. Vocabulary from our reading will be an important part of each selection that we read as well. Grammar, usage, and punctuation will be an important part of our daily activities as they relate to the writing of the day. Student participation in the course is required.

STANDARDS:
